* You have to choose 1 project and at least 1 course from the same field of study

Group formation

A project is always group work ongoing throughout the semester. The project starts with a group formation process in the beginning of the semester. The group
formation process is facilitated by academic staff in order to find a specific topic and group members within the field of study. It is not possible to do a project alone
or to do a semester without a project if there is a project is within the semester package.

Project exams are oral group exams held in the project exam period (always the last 2 weeks of the semester).
